· seeing themselves as readers

· making sense of text.

Great Readers See Themselves as Readers

Where can you find entertainment, information, inspiration, and companionship all in one place? Books! As teachers, one of our most important responsibilities is instilling in children the knowledge that books are valuable treasures worth rereading, savoring, and sharing. Turning the children in our classroom into readers means teaching them to value books and the time they spend reading them. Through our infectious enthusiasm for books, children can “catch” our love of reading. In this unit, children will see that a love of books and of the reading experience go hand in hand with being a good reader.
Great Readers Make Sense of Text

We are constantly trying to make sense of what we do and see in our daily lives. Throughout the day, we predict what the consequences of an action might be in order to decide whether or not to take that action. We ask questions about what we do not understand. And at the end of the day, we reflect on everything that has happened in order to learn from what we’ve experienced. Reading is a natural extension of that process. By teaching early readers the strategies that will help them make sense of text, we are enabling them to build and enrich their own lives as readers. In this unit, children will learn to use their natural curiosity and passion for asking questions to actively engage with text before, during, and after reading a book.
